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Abstract

In recent decades, the problem of the subjective well-being of a person has become a subject of study in
various scientific disciplines. This trend is justified by the rapid development of societies, and socio-economic
and psychological, cultural, and value system transformations, which lead to certain transformations in well-being.
At the same time, it should be noted that the problem of personal well-being is not new; it was discussed in the
ancient world and the Middle Ages and analyzed from different perspectives in the works of philosophers and
scientists. In other words, "human well-being" has interested philosophers, thinkers, and scientists of all times and
peoples.

In the psychological discipline, the perception of well-being is associated with the peculiarities of a person's
inner world, which determine his experience and behaviour, the subjective feeling of meaning in life, which is
accompanied by a subjective assessment of the person's current state of mind, relationships with others, with
personal growth, a sense of happiness, etc. In other words, subjective well-being is directly related to the subjective
feeling of satisfaction with oneself and life.

This article presents the main theoretical approaches to the study of well-being, emphasizing the
interdisciplinary foundations of the problem. The psychological phenomenon of well-being is considered in the
context of two theoretical approaches: hedonic and eudaimonic, and the terminological features of subjective and
psychological well-being are presented.

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Abstract

Most pedophiles are men. The prevalence of the disease is unknown, but it is estimated to be up to 3% of
the adult male population and significantly less in women. Attraction can be to children or teenagers of one or
more genders. Pedophiles are more attracted to children of the opposite sex than children of their own sex. In most
cases, the pedophile is known to the child; he may be a family member, stepfather, or an authoritative person (for
example, a teacher, priest, tutor). In non-incest cases of pedophilia, watching undressed children and caressing
their genitals seems to be more common than sexual intercourse.

Pedophiles may be attracted only to children (the exclusive form) or also to adults (the non-exclusive form);
some are attracted only to those children who are related to them (incest).

Pedophiles, many of whom suffer from antisocial personality disorder, may use force and threaten to
physically harm a child or a child's pets if the abuse is disclosed. It has been shown that when both antisocial
personality disorder and pedophilia are present at the same time, treatment has limited value compared to the
treatment of pedophilia alone, as measured by increased dropout from the treatment process and increased relapses
in individuals with both conditions.

Pedophilia has a chronic course, and criminals often have or develop substance use disorders, or addiction
to them, and depression. There is often a history of a dysfunctional family situation, personally experienced sexual
violence or family conflicts. Other concomitant disorders include attention deficit hyperactivity disorder, anxiety
disorders, and post-traumatic stress disorder. The constant use of child pornography is a reliable indicator of sexual
attraction to children and may be the only sign of this disorder. However, the use of child pornography itself does
not qualify as a pedopbhilic disorder, although its use is generally illegal.

If the patient denies sexual attraction to children, but circumstances suggest otherwise, certain diagnostic
tools can help confirm such attraction (usually in the context of legal involvement). Methods include penile
plethysmography (for men), vaginal photoplethysmography (for women), and viewing standard erotic materials;
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it is essential that possession of such materials, even for diagnostic purposes, may be illegal under legislation in
force in some Territories. [10].

At the level of volitional motivations, pedophilia ranks among the distortions of inclinations and motives.
The article presents the latest research, which enables the analysis and connection between two steroid compounds
arising from the olfactory senses in adolescents, the sympathetic and parasympathetic nervous systems, and the
disruption of the olfactory system in paedophiles.

As a result of the analytical work, recommendations were made to prevent the phenomenon of early
detection of paedophilia-prone people in schools and kindergartens.

The problem we set is topical because analyses that address the early detection and prevention of pedophilia
are insufficient.

Abstract

Obsessive-Compulsive Disorder (OCD) is currently regarded as one of the most widespread and
concerning issues to which numerous scientific works (articles, books, dissertations) are dedicated. This disorder
is included in both the ICD-10 (F42), ICD-11 (L1-6B2), and also in the DSM-5TR (F42). The clinical description
of OCD and the management of its symptoms fall within the frameworks of both medicine and psychology.

Over the past twenty years, despite thousands of articles based on the results of OCD-related research being
published in various reputable scientific journals, we still cannot consider the tools we have for working with this
disorder to be sufficient.

Individuals from various social strata can suffer from OCD - the disorder does not depend on gender,
religious affiliation, or age. This disorder is also observed in children, which cannot be considered rare.



The article reveals hypotheses about the causes of OCD's origin, particularly biological, genetic,
morphological, neuropsychological, personality-based, environmental, and psychological factors.

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Abstract

This scientific article aims to comprehensively explore the connection between obsessive-compulsive
disorder (OCD) and sadomasochistic behaviour, emphasising their interrelation within psychological,
neurobiological, psychoanalytic, and behavioural theories. The article examines the common psychological and
neurobiological foundations that contribute to the frequent co-occurrence of these disorders.

OCD is characterised by intrusive thoughts (obsessions) and repetitive ritualistic behaviours
(compulsions), which primarily serve to reduce anxiety or maintain a sense of control. It is viewed as a self-
regulation mechanism that helps individuals cope with high anxiety levels and internal conflicts. Sadomasochism,
which involves deriving pleasure from pain or humiliation, is associated with early-life interpersonal conflicts and
traumas in psychoanalytic approaches.

The article discusses the central role of control in the development of these disorders. In individuals with
OCD, the need for control manifests through obsessive thinking and rituals, whereas sadomasochistic behavior,
according to psychoanalytic theories, can be a modified form of control, where the individual either submits or
dominates to process internal tension.



Various psychoanalytic theories explaining the mechanisms behind the co-occurrence of these disorders
are reviewed. According to Sigmund Freud’s theory, sadomasochistic behavior originates in the anal stage of
psychosexual development, when a child first encounters social demands and restrictions [4]. Otto Fenichel
suggests that sadomasochistic manifestations may develop as a transformed form of aggression directed at oneself
or others. Robert Stoller’s studies highlight that perversions are often rooted in childhood traumatic experiences,
leading individuals to recreate feelings of control and helplessness in a new, psychologically “safe” environment
[19].

The role of neurochemical factors is also emphasised, with a focus on dysfunctions in the serotonergic and
dopaminergic systems. Individuals with OCD exhibit serotonin imbalance, which may contribute to obsessive
thoughts and repetitive behaviours. Meanwhile, sadomasochistic behaviour may be linked to hyperactivity of the
dopamine system, which plays a role in reward and pleasure mechanisms.

Personality factors contributing to these disorders are also analysed, with particular attention to borderline
and narcissistic personality disorders, which are frequently observed in both OCD patients and those displaying
sadomasochistic behaviour.

The article presents various therapeutic approaches for managing these disorders. Cognitive-behavioural
therapy (CBT) is discussed as an effective treatment for OCD, while psychoanalytic therapy plays a key role in
addressing sadomasochistic behaviour by helping individuals process childhood conflicts. Pharmacological
interventions, particularly the use of selective serotonin reuptake inhibitors (SSRIS), can help alleviate OCD
symptoms, while psychological support aids individuals in recognising and controlling behavioural patterns.

This study is valuable for psychologists, psychiatrists, neurologists, and clinical therapists working with
repetitive behavioural patterns, anxiety disorders, and perversions. It may also be useful for professionals studying
the impact of personality disorders and trauma on long-term mental health.

Abstract

With "Berlin Communiqué", the Bologna Process began to focus on doctoral education as the third level
of higher education [1]. Since then, many improvements and concretisations have been made at the European
level. The traditional doctoral education - Aspirantura in Armenia (and in other Soviet republics) was a model of
"apprenticeship™; the responsibility for the PhD student is exclusively a matter of the supervising professor (or
"scientific supervisor") due to the close relation between the doctoral candidate and professor. Then, after
Armenia's independence, structured postgraduate programs gradually began to increase. This process proceeded
at almost the same speed in other European countries that joined the Bologna Process (Armenia joined the Bologna
Process in 2005).

After implementing the Bologna Process for the first and second cycles in most European countries, the
third cycle is the next logical step. Yet, one should not expect regulations for the third cycle as detailed as for the
reform of the Bachelor's and Master's programmes. The "London Coummuniqué" [2] states that "we recognise
the value of developing and maintaining a wide variety of doctoral programmes". On the other hand, "Ministers
consider it necessary to go beyond the present focus on two main cycles of higher education to include the doctoral
level as the third cycle in the Bologna Process”.

How can the research institutes and the National Academy of Sciences handle this situation? An easy top-
down approach would be to wait for new national regulations and implement them gradually when they are
established by the Government. Our bottom-up approach, instead, is to ask: What is the better model for the
doctoral candidates (aspirants) and the scientific organisation? At the National Academy, we currently run both
models, a traditional Soviet doctoral education (with ad hoc funding from research projects) and a structured
educational doctoral programme. The goal of this paper is to evaluate the strengths and weaknesses of both models
and to come to a preliminary conclusion from the perspective of modern requirements of the Armenian economy,
whether to

- go back to the traditional Soviet "apprenticeship model”,

- switch entirely to a structured educational doctoral programme,

- run both modes in parallel, depending on the funding opportunities.

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Abstract

The present article analyses the competence deficits of Russian higher education teachers and the strategies
to address these deficits in the context of the new educational policy, which is oriented towards the period up to
2036-2040. The pertinence of the research is contingent upon the mounting pressure on teachers, the diminution
of their numbers, and the ageing of personnel within the higher education system. The study was based on data
from a large-scale survey of 2,600 teachers from 22 universities across 19 Russian regions. The results indicated
substantial deficiencies in competence. The most salient of these were digital skills for education and science,
managerial competencies (leadership, entrepreneurship) and professional knowledge in new technological areas.
Statistical analysis revealed significant disparities in competence assessments based on age. Teachers over the age
of 65 exhibited lower scores in ICT and digital skills, while those under 65 demonstrated deficiencies in
science. The data on strategies for completing competencies through continuing professional development (CPD)
demonstrated that a mere one-third of teachers deliberately addressed existing gaps. The remaining teachers were
primarily focused on secondary competencies or simply seeking to extend their contracts. The findings emphasise
the necessity to revise the current system of professional development, transitioning from a focus on formal
requirements to the implementation of individualised programmes that consider age-related differences and
professional characteristics. The authors also emphasise the importance of integrating digital tools into
pedagogical practice.

Often, the social status of the family leaves a negative impact on the
formation and development of the learner's personality. Social differences can lead to peer or group conflicts, such
as bullying. This is a significant issue that has a negative impact on personal development.

The school has a role to play in this matter: to recognise and keep such students under its attention. The
article presents the importance of this issue and explores possible solutions, attempting to analyse them, develop,
and propose effective solutions. It also focuses on developing mechanisms to strengthen the school-parent
connection, recognise students' needs, and create strategies to address them.

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FUNDAMENTAL ISSUES IN TEACHING THE SUBJECT “GEOGRAPHY” AT SCHOOL
IN THE ERA OF DIGITAL TRANSFORMATIONS
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Abstract

The modern educational process cannot ignore the role of digital technologies, especially in the teaching
of geography. In the era of digital transformation, traditional teaching methods need to be reconsidered to
modernise education and enhance its effectiveness. Geography, as a multifaceted and complex discipline,
necessitates innovative approaches that empower students to comprehend spatial patterns and cultivate analytical
thinking.

This article discusses the main challenges arising from the integration of digital tools in geography
education. Firstly, teacher preparedness remains a crucial issue. The effective use of digital technologies requires
professional retraining, which is still a challenge for many educational institutions. Secondly, the limited
availability of technical resources hinders the widespread adoption of innovative methods in schools. Despite
advances in information technology, many schools lack the necessary equipment to implement digital learning
fully.

In addition to these challenges, several issues must be addressed to harness the potential of digital
technologies in general education fully. Many teachers in Armenia have not received adequate support on how to
integrate emerging technology into their teaching, which can hinder their ability to use digital tools effectively in
the classroom.

To address this issue, it is necessary to provide all teachers with quality training and support to help them
develop their practical digital literacy skills. Another issue is the lack of digital content and resources in Armenian.
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Although a wealth of information is available on the Internet, much of it is in English or other foreign languages.
This can be a barrier for teachers and learners who lack adequate English language skills, preventing them from
accessing the resources they need.

To overcome this problem, it is necessary to take measures to develop digital content in Armenian and
resources that are consistent with the national curriculum. Despite these challenges and issues, general education
in a digital society certainly has undeniable prospects. One of the main prospects is the ability to personalise the
learning experience for learners. By using technology, teachers can tailor instruction to meet the individual needs
and interests of each student. This can help increase student motivation and engagement while also improving
learning outcomes.

Another prospect is the opportunity for global collaboration and communication. Through online platforms
and social networks, learners can connect and collaborate with peers from all over the world. This can provide
them with valuable opportunities to explore different cultures, ideas, and perspectives.

The use of digital tools in geography education offers numerous opportunities. Geographic Information
Systems (GIS), virtual and augmented reality (VR/AR), artificial intelligence (Al), interactive maps, and mobile
applications allow students to explore geographical processes more practically, conduct simulations, and analyse
data.

The data was collected using a paper questionnaire that includes ten items in three areas: the impact and
awareness of Al, perceptions of its use in leadership, and openness to its inclusion in professional military
education. Quantitative responses were analysed using descriptive statistics, while qualitative data were reviewed
thematically. The results demonstrate widespread recognition of the strategic value of Al, particularly in areas
such as intelligence, decision-making, and operational planning.

However, only 70% of participants reported being officially ready for Al, and institutional readiness was
assessed as relatively low. The officers expressed both enthusiasm for the tactical advantages of Al, such as faster
data analysis and fewer human errors, and concern about overconfidence. A large majority expressed confidence
that artificial intelligence will become a significant component of military leadership within the next decade,
highlighting the limited cultural and systemic barriers to its full integration.

These results suggest the need for targeted artificial intelligence training programs within the framework
of military education and leadership development. Strengthening institutional preparedness and addressing ethical
issues will be vital for the formation of responsible and efficient, technologically adaptable officers using artificial
intelligence.

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Abstract

In the first quarter of 2025, the risks of economic growth slowdown and inflation acceleration in the global
economy, as well as in Armenia’s main partner countries, have significantly increased due to the increase in prices
of goods and services characterized by rigid prices in international commodity markets, the risks of possible
disruption of supply value chains, as well as increasing tensions in international trade relations. Against the
background of the above developments, it is expected that the central banks of leading countries will maintain
relatively tight monetary conditions in the near future, in which case weak inflationary effects from the external
sector may penetrate the RA economy.

The high external demand observed in Armenia since mid-2022 has gradually weakened, resulting in a
slow pace of economic growth. On the one hand, high growth in retail trade, consumer credit, domestic tourism
and services indicates strong domestic demand. On the other hand, still, somewhat concentrated economic growth,
the continued decline in remittances, the gradual weakening of labour market conditions and the current general
weak inflation environment indicate relatively weak demand, as well as uncertainties regarding the outlook for
domestic demand, persist.

In general, during 2024, the pace of economic growth gradually slowed down and approached a stable
level, and its concentration also weakened somewhat. However, despite the trends in the slowdown in economic
growth rates, in the last months of 2024, there were trends in the revitalization of traditional sectors of the
manufacturing industry, especially in the food and tobacco production sectors. In the information and
communication sector, despite the high growth recorded in 2024, which is largely of a technical nature, risks
related to the medium-term growth outlook remain. In the services sector, the main driving force is still trade due
to both the progressive growth of demand compared to supply and the re-export process. In the construction sector,
despite the maintained high growth, there are signs of a slowdown in the growth of the housing construction
sector, mainly due to the end of the income tax refund program in the mortgage market in Yerevan.

When assessing fiscal stability, public debt indicators are typically expressed as a ratio to the country's
Gross Domestic Product (GDP). However, the absolute volume of public debt is not the only indicator that can
provide a clear picture of a country’s solvency and financial stability.

In this context, an important question arises: can the Tax-to-GDP ratio serve as an adequate and informative
indicator for assessing public debt sustainability?

In this article, the Tax-to-GDP ratio is considered as a tool for evaluating a country’s capacity to service its
debt and its financial flexibility.

Accurately assessing fiscal capacity is crucial for ensuring macroeconomic stability. The study analyses
the applicability and effectiveness of this indicator in the context of sound public financial management.

Within this framework, the Tax-to-GDP ratio is highlighted as an essential tool that allows evaluating a
country’s ability to mobilise sufficient resources to service its debt.

For assessing public debt sustainability, the Tax-to-GDP ratio is an important indicator that reflects the
state’s capacity to mobilise tax revenues for debt servicing.

The article presents a comparative analysis of Armenia, Georgia, Azerbaijan, and Iran to determine how
the level of tax and budgetary revenues affects the efficiency of debt servicing.

According to the study’s findings:

> In Georgia, a high level of tax revenues contributes to the stable servicing of public debt.
> In Armenia, the relatively low level of tax revenues limits the effectiveness of debt management.
> In Azerbaijan and Iran, despite the presence of energy resources, the low level of fiscal revenues

hinders financial flexibility, especially under external economic pressures.

Thus, the tax-to-GDP ratio can be considered a crucial criterion for evaluating the sustainability and
management capacity of public debt.

The article examines the employment issues of young people aged 16-29 in the current labour market of
the Republic of Armenia. Based on the latest official statistical data, the analysis of first-time job seekers of the
mentioned age group by gender and educational level, as well as the officially registered unemployed by gender,
place of residence and other characteristics was carried out. Using the secondary grouping method (proportional
regrouping of data), the author calculated the number of young people in the specified age group over the past
five years based on data from the statistical yearbooks of Armenia, published by the Statistical Committee of the
Republic of Armenia for 2021-2024, to identify the main trends in changes in their numbers in dynamics, as well
as to determine their expected numbers for the coming period (until 2028).

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Abstract

Labour market dynamics are a cornerstone of economic development, directly shaping employment levels,
wage structures, and overall economic stability. In Armenia, long-standing structural challenges—such as the
unequal distribution of job opportunities between the capital and the regions, persistently high youth
unemployment, and significant wage polarization—continue to constrain labour market inclusivity and economic
growth. Addressing these challenges requires a data-driven approach to understanding labour market trends and
identifying policy measures to enhance employment opportunities across all economic sectors. This study presents
a comprehensive analysis of Armenia's labour market trends from 2009 to 2024, focusing on the relationship
between unemployment and GDP and the effects of household income on consumption expenditures. Using
advanced econometric techniques, including correlation analysis, regression modelling, and time-series analysis,
the study provides empirical evidence to support labour market policy recommendations.

The findings reveal a strong negative correlation between unemployment and GDP, with regression
analysis indicating that a 1% increase in the unemployment rate leads to a GDP contraction of approximately
661.5 billion AMD. These results are consistent with Okun's Law, reinforcing the argument that reducing
unemployment is a key driver of economic expansion. Furthermore, the study establishes a strong positive
relationship between household income and consumption, demonstrating that a 1 AMD increase in income results
in a 0.5046 AMD rise in consumer spending. These findings highlight the critical role of employment and wage
growth in stimulating domestic demand and ensuring sustainable economic development.

At the sectoral level, labour market analysis uncovers significant wage disparities, with high-income
industries such as information technology (IT) and financial services experiencing real wage growth of 73.7% and
90.2%, respectively, while real wages in the education sector declined by 6.5% due to slow nominal wage growth
and inflationary pressures. The regional labour market assessment further reveals a stark imbalance in employment
opportunities, with employment growth in Yerevan (45.8%) significantly outpacing that of the regions (12%).
These trends underscore the ongoing economic centralization in the capital, exacerbating regional labour
migration and reinforcing socioeconomic disparities. Additionally, the influx of foreign labour in Armenia,
particularly in the ICT sector, has contributed to shifts in labour market dynamics, increasing competition in high-
skilled job segments while simultaneously affecting wage structures.

In light of these findings, this study underscores the urgent need to implement targeted labour market
policies that address both employment disparities and wage inequalities. One of the key policy recommendations
is promoting remote work as a strategic labour market intervention. The rise of digital transformation has enabled
new employment opportunities in high-tech, financial services, education, and consulting sectors—industries
well-suited for remote work. Expanding remote work opportunities can serve as a viable solution to regional
employment disparities, ensuring a more balanced geographic distribution of job opportunities and reducing the
necessity for internal migration.

To successfully facilitate the adoption of remote work, the study proposes a set of government-backed
financial incentives aimed at reducing tax burdens for businesses that hire remote workers, offering corporate tax
reductions for companies expanding operations in regional areas, and providing wage-based financial assistance
to promote job creation in remote work formats. These measures can increase labour force participation in rural
areas, stimulate local economic activity, and enhance national workforce competitiveness.



By addressing the structural imbalances in Armenia's labour market, remote work policies have the
potential to mitigate labour migration pressures, promote regional economic participation, and strengthen overall
economic resilience. The findings of this research provide critical empirical evidence to guide labour market
policy interventions, ensuring sustainable employment growth, economic inclusivity, and long-term economic
stability.

Hardy's novel "Two on a Tower", to show the linguistic and stylistic importance of the object structures in literary
texts. The study argues that, although purely a grammatical category, the object may reveal deeper semantic and
pragmatic layers in fiction, helping to shape characters, express emotions, and enrich the narrative. Syntactic
decisions and Hardy's unique narrative technique enhance character development and thematic depth: The focus
of the research problem is the underrepresentation of object-function analysis in literary grammar study,
specifically in connection with Victorian prose.

Using structural, descriptive and stylistic analysis, the study identifies and analyses a broad spectrum of
object types (direct, indirect, reflexive, retained, complex, cognate and prepositional objects) as they occur in
Hardy's novel. Special attention is paid to the nuanced interplay between form and function, including the role of
pronouns, substantivised adjectives, infinitives, gerunds, and object clauses. Through contextual and structural
analysis of representative excerpts, the paper reveals how the author's individual style is considerably marked by
its uniqueness.

Methodologically, the research uses modern grammatical frames (Swan, Herring, Kuno & Takami), literary
style analysis and close reading strategies to demonstrate how syntactic elements are incorporated into the texture
of narrative meaning. Through an accurate analysis, it has been shown that the author of the novel uses object
forms in varied and often subtle ways to convey the emotional states of the characters. Reflexive and cognate
objects are particularly effective in portraying introspection and emotional tension, while complex object
constructions contribute to narrative layering and stylistic nuance. The findings support the conclusion that
grammatical categories, particularly the object, are essential to literary expression and, therefore, require serious
interdisciplinary study.

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Abstract

This study examines the short stories by Forugh Farrokhzad, a representative of the new Iranian poetry and
the latest literary movement, who was also a poet, prose writer, and film director. Forugh Farrokhzad wrote her
short stories in 1957. In 2024, they were translated into Armenian and published as a separate book, “The Sorrow
of Tomorrow,” by poet and translator Eduard Hakhverdyan. This study aims to analyse Forugh Farrokhzad’s short
stories in the context of the patriarchal society’s influence on male-female relationships. The research objectives
include: a) interpreting Forugh Farrokhzad’s narratives from the perspective of perceptions and developments of
the male-female binary beginning within a patriarchal society, b) revealing the components of patriarchy and
violence, c) analysing the ways national values are incorporated into the literary text. The scientific novelty of the
research lies in the fact that Forugh Farrokhzad’s short stories are being studied for the first time in the Armenian
reality. The modernist worldview determines the actuality of this work reflected in the poetic structure of the
material under study, which implies discussing the socio-cultural image of women outside the traditional-national
text. This approach enables the examination of women’s writing from the perspective of interpreting the subtexts
that reflect the symbolism of literary experience. The material is analysed within the context of Literary Studies
as well as Armenian-Iranian socio-cultural interrelations using appropriate methodologies. The psychological
aspects of Forugh Farrokhzad’s narratives are examined from the perspectives of the opposition of national-
traditional views in male-female relationships, the metaphysics of conflict, and the manifestation of male
dominance. The research findings and this collection of short stories may be helpful to Orientalists and literary
scholars, as well as for implementation in educational programs at philological faculties.

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Abstract

The demographic situation in the world continues to be difficult. This is due to the ongoing uneven
demographic processes in developed and developing countries. As of November 2011, the world population was
7 billion people.

The population decline in the early 2000s is one of the main challenges for the long-term development of
Armenia, and a sharp decline in the birth rate is a serious socio-demographic problem.

The goal of the state demographic policy is to reduce the rate of natural population decline, stabilize the
population, create conditions for its growth, and improve the quality and length of life.

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Abstract

Medicinal plants and their extracts have been widely used to regulate the human gastrointestinal tract since
ancient times. Still, their effect on probiotic cultures of the intestinal microbiota remains poorly understood. Most
studies focus on the antimicrobial effect of extracts on pathogenic bacteria. However, plants are also known to
contain growth-promoting bioactive compounds that can enhance the metabolism of beneficial microorganisms
and stimulate their growth. The work aimed to study the effect of alcoholic extracts obtained from medicinal
plants with a growth-inhibitory effect on pathogenic bacteria: Teucrium polium, Melissa (Lemon Balm), Folium
Sennae (Cassia) and Origanum vulgare, on the growth of probiotic lactic acid bacteria: Lactobacillus acidophilus,
Lactobacillus delbrueckii and Lactobacillus helveticus in various environments. Using the spectrophotometric
method for the quantitative determination of the effect of herbal preparations developed by the research group, it
was demonstrated that plant extracts, depending on their concentration, can have a stimulating, suppressing, or
dual effect on LAB in the LAPTg microbial environment. It was found that cassia extract has a predominantly
suppressing effect, especially on the L. delbrueckii strain. Alcohol extracts of Origanum and Melissa plants exhibit
a dual effect: at high concentrations, they suppress, while at low concentrations, they stimulate the growth of the
studied cultures, which can be attributed to the varying ratios of suppressing and stimulating factors.
Teucriupolium extract stimulates the growth of L. acidophilus and L. helveticus cultures, and has a suppressing
effect on L. delbrueckii. Studies of the effect of herbal preparations on the development of L. helveticus and L.
delbrueckii coagulant cultures in milk, milk acidification and coagulation rates revealed that the use of small
concentrations of Melissa and Oregano ethanol extracts can significantly stimulate the rates of milk coagulation
and acidification, increase the titer of bacteria, the firmness and appearance of the coagulant.

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Abstract

Coal, oil, and gas production emits billions of tons of carbon dioxide (CO-) into the atmosphere every year.
The effect of carbon dioxide on the atmosphere plays an essential role in the context of climate change and global
warming. The planet Earth is on the verge of destruction due to the greenhouse effect. Rising CO- levels in the
atmosphere pose a significant challenge with far-reaching impacts on the environment and society. The
greenhouse effect is the process by which the temperature of the Earth's surface increases due to greenhouse gases.

Since the beginning of the industrial era in 1850, the countries with the highest carbon dioxide emissions
have been the United States, followed by Russia and China. In the 2019 national greenhouse gas inventory of the
Republic of Armenia, carbon dioxide emissions were the most significant, accounting for 55.7% of total
emissions. In 2019, a deviation of +1.5°C from the average annual temperature of 1961-1990 was recorded. Thus,
despite Armenia’s relatively small share (0.02%) of global anthropogenic greenhouse gas emissions, the country
actively participates in international efforts to combat climate change.

In fact, the current situation is the result of more than 150 years of CO, accumulation. According to 2021
data, humanity has emitted at least 2,500 billion tons of CO2 into the atmosphere. This astronomical amount is
likely a major contributor to the ongoing temperature increase. Global warming, in turn, leads to a gradual increase
in the Earth's average annual atmospheric temperature and the surface layer of the world’s oceans, as well as
increased solar and volcanic activity, among other effects. Therefore, reducing CO- levels in the atmosphere is a
priority for all of humanity.

To avoid such problems, it is essential to reduce the amount of carbon dioxide in the atmosphere. Optimal
conditions — room temperature and pressure — have been developed to remove excess CO- using diamines and
alkanolamines. Reducing carbon dioxide emissions and stabilising atmospheric CO: levels, while mitigating
abnormal carbon shifts, is one of the promising sustainable approaches to CO. sequestration through chemical
processes.

The capture of CO2 and its subsequent fixation with amines, including diamines and alkanolamines, results
in the formation of carbamates, a method widely used to date. However, the search for amines with the highest
CO: absorption efficiency under mild experimental conditions is still ongoing.

These amines were selected due to their low cost, stability, high absorption capacity, and broad
applicability. CO, absorption was studied using ethylenediamine, propylenediamine, butylenediamine,
piperazine, methylpiperazine, and ethylpiperazine, as well as alkanolamines, including 3-amino-1-propanol, 2-
aminobutan-1-ol,  2-(ethylamino)ethanol,  diethanolamine, 1,1'-iminodipropan-2-ol, and 2-amino-2-
(hydroxymethyl)propan-1,3-diol. The best results were achieved with 3-amino-1-propanol (90%),
ethylenediamine (89%), piperazine (78%), and 2-aminobutan-1-ol (70%). NMR, IR, and MASS spectroscopy
confirmed the results.
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An attempt was made to increase the COadsorption of amines using inorganic bases (KOH). Additionally,
milder adsorption conditions were explored, investigating the effects of humidity and direct sunlight at
temperatures of 15°C and 30°C.

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Abstract

In the article, new data on the transformations of acetylene systems in the presence of non-stoichiometric
amounts of mercury (Il) acetate are presented. The interactions between alkynes, propargylic ethers, and
nucleophiles under the electrophilic effect of mercury (I) acetate are described, the features of which are the
formation of the nucleophile by the ex-situ method and the demarcation of intermediate organomercury
compounds by water.
Using the alkylacetylenes and propargylic ethers, a mechanism of the mercuration-demercuration is proposed,
which involves the formation of a p-complex between a mercury salt and sp-hybridized carbon atoms and
subsequent attack of the nucleophile on the substituted carbon atom of the activated triple bond by the elimination
of an intermediate organomercury compound, the hydrolysis of which leads to the formation of the target
compounds.
In the case of using propargyl ethers, only enol ethers are isolated. During the mercuration of alkyl acetylenes and
subsequent demercuration by water, both hyperconjugated 1,3-dicarbonyl compounds obtained as a result of the
hydrolysis of organomercury compounds and the displacement of the double bond toward direct conjugation with
the dicarbonyl system, and enol ethers formed as a result of the direct hydrolysis of organomercury compounds,
are synthesised. The formation of relatively large quantities of enol ethers is explained by the fact that the enol
form of acetylacetone used as a nucleophile initially prevails in the keto-enol equilibrium mixture due to greater
stabilisation by the intramolecular hydrogen bond. In cases of mercuration-demercuration of alkyl acetylenes and
propargyl ethers, intermediate organomercury compounds, which are used in organic synthesis both as catalysts
and for identifying the main patterns of reactions of addition to multiple bonds, are not isolated.
Using butyl propargyl ether, the possibility of obtaining a bis-substituted organomercury compound in the
presence of a double excess of ethylenediamine and equimolar amounts of the starting ether and mercury acetate
is demonstrated. A reaction mechanism is proposed involving the formation of an organomercury intermediate
that is converted into a mono-substituted organomercury compound, which is subsequently alkylated by a further
molecule of propargy! ether, acting as a nucleophile, to yield a bis-substituted organomercury compound. In the
absence of ethylenediamine, bis-derivatives are not formed. The structure of all synthesised compounds is
confirmed by 1h, 13c NMR and IR spectral data.

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Abstract

The present study focuses on the iodination of pyrazoles mediated by cadmium (11) acetate. The objects of
research were compounds with pyrazole rings substituted by N-propargyl, C, N-alkyl groups. Depending on the
molar ratios of the reagents, effective ways of obtaining mono- and triiodo-substituted products with the
participation of the propargylic fragment in DMSO were elucidated. Induced by the cadmium (I1) acetate, the
principles of electrophilic iodination of the C-4 position of the pyrazole ring containing electron-donating groups
were revealed. The iodination of the pyrazole derivative with only a propargylic substituent was found to target
the CH-acidic Center of the triple bond and to lead to the corresponding iodoalkyne

An iodo-substituted product with a triple bond is more reactive and prone to further electrophilic iodination,
resulting in a triiodo-substituted derivative. The introduction of methyl groups in the pyrazole ring of derivatives
with propargylic substituents contributed to the promotion of competitive iodination reactions due to the increase
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in nucleophilicity of the pyrazole ring. Possible pathways for both triple bond and pyrazole ring iodination
involving acetyl hypoiodite were proposed.

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Abstract

The article presents the results of various tests on new varieties of sweet pepper fruits with different
colouring, conducted from 2022 to 2024 during cultivation in the Ararat Plain of the Republic of Armenia.

The studied varieties stood out for their biological, morphological, economically valuable and qualitative
properties and characteristics. The studied varieties were distinguished by their biological, morphological, and
financially valuable properties and characteristics. The new varieties surpassed the test varieties in terms of
precocity and yield. Thus, the period from seed germination to technical ripeness of the fruits of the sweet pepper
varieties Natalie, Milli, Emily, Lusapayl, Violeta lasted 108, 115, 110, 102, 102 days, biological ripening - 122,
136, 127, 123, 120 days, respectively, and for the test variety Ani - 130 and 140 days, respectively.

The average yield of the sweet pepper varieties Natalie, Milli, Emily, Lusapayl, Violeta at the stage of
technical ripening of the fruits was: 625.9, 510.8, 600.4, 613.7, 650.4 c/ha, at the stage of biological ripening -
513.4, 430.5, 504.3, 526.4, 570.6 c/ha, respectively, and for the tester variety Ani - 320.5 and 215.8 c/ha,
respectively. All the varieties studied exceeded the standard. The fruits of the sweet pepper varieties Natalie, Milli,
Emily, Lusapayl, Violeta at the stage of technical ripeness contained 5.3, 4.9, 5.6, 5.3, 5.8% dry matter, 4.5, 4.2,
4.9, 5.1, 5.6% sugars, 90.25, 85.35, 102.55, 95.45, 103.25 mg% vitamin C, 0.45, 0.47, 0.41, 0.42, 0.41% acidity,
at the stage of biological ripeness: 10.6, 10.2, 11.3, 11.2, 12.5% dry matter, 9.3, 8.9, 10.9, 10.5, 11.5 % sugars,
180.45, 170.45, 215.85, 195.65, 207.65 mg% vitamin C, 0.42, 0.46, 0.40, 0.40, 0.39 % acidity, and in the test
variety Ani, these indicators were respectively: 4.3%, 3.2%, 75.65 mg%, 0.48% /technical maturity stage/, and
8.6%, 3.5%, 150.85 mg%, 0.48% /biological maturity stage/. The best indicators were distinguished by the
varieties Violeta, Lusapayl, and Emily.

The conducted studies convincingly prove that the new varieties of Natalie, Milli, Emily, Lusapayl, Violeta
bred by us, surpassing the test variety, have demonstrated the best qualities and characteristics. They deserve to
be widely introduced into farms across different regions of the republic, providing the population with high-quality
and high-value food, as well as the processing industry with raw materials.

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Abstract

The article presents the results of variety testing of new root vegetable crop varieties, which were conducted
from 2022 to 2024 during cultivation in the conditions of the Ararat Plain in the Republic of Armenia.

The studied varieties stood out for their biological, morphological, economically valuable and qualitative
properties and characteristics. The new varieties surpassed the control varieties in terms of precocity and yield.
Thus, the periods from seed germination to fruit ripening for the tomato varieties Aspram and Titan were 116 and
108 days, respectively. The fruiting periods were 71 and 80 days, respectively, for these varieties. For the control,
the periods were 117 and 71 days, respectively. The marketable yields of the Aspram and Titan varieties were
765.5 and 955.2 c/ha, respectively, and the total yields were 770.4 and 970.8 c/ha, respectively. The test variety
yielded 690.5 and 697.3 c/ha, respectively. The period from seed germination of the cherry tomato variety Emmy
to fruit ripening was 102 days, and the fruiting period was 80 days, and the test variety was 106 and 72 days,
respectively. The commercial yield was 310.5 c/ha, and the total yield was 314.8 c/ha, respectively. The inspector's
yields were 306.2 and 309.4 c/ha, respectively. The period from seed germination of the chilli pepper variety
Norabats to technical ripeness of the fruits lasted 97 days, while biological ripening lasted 120 days. The fruiting
period was 78 days, and for the inspector, it was 102, 132, and 72 days, respectively. The commercial yield was
378.2 c/ha, the total yield was 384.2 c/ha, respectively, and the inspector's was 290.6 and 296.9 c/ha, respectively.
The period from seed germination of the red eggplant variety Solsis to the technical ripeness of the fruits lasted
92 days, biological ripeness was 120 days, and the fruiting period was 80 days. The commercial yield was 390.1
c/ha, and the total yield was 395.8 c/ha, respectively. The period from seed germination of the Physalis variety
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'Lady' to the beginning of fruit ripening was 87 days, and the fruiting period was 105 days. In contrast, for the
inspector, these periods were 94 and 98 days, respectively. The marketable yield was 526.8 c/ha, and the total
yield was 532.6 c/ha, respectively. In contrast, the inspector's yields were 420.2 and 428.4 c/ha, respectively. The
fruits of the Aspram and Titan tomato varieties contain 6.7% and 7.3% dry matter, 3.5% and 4.3% sugars, 36.25%
and 38.25 mg% vitamin C, and 0.52% and 0.42% acidity. In the tester, these indicators are, respectively: 6.7%,
3.5%, 36.15 mg%, and 0.49%. The fruits of the Emmy variety contained 7.3% dry matter, 4.3% sugars, 39.25
mg% vitamin C, and 0.47% acidity. In the tester, these indicators were, respectively: 7.2%, 4.1%, 35.35 mg%,
and 0.41%. The fruits of the Norabats variety of chili pepper during the period of technical ripeness contained
8.8% dry matter, 4.5% sugars, 98.25 mg% vitamin C, during the period of biological ripeness - 10.5.3% dry
matter, 5.8% sugars, 185.65 mg% vitamin C, and in the test sample these indicators are respectively: 8.1%, 3.3%,
90.75 mg%, 9.6%, 4.2%, 175.45 mg%. The fruits of the Solsis variety of eggplant during the period of technical
ripeness contained 7.4% dry matter, 3.4% sugars, 4.85 mg% vitamin C, and during the period of biological
ripeness, 9.7% dry matter, 7.7% sugars, 6.55 mg% vitamin C. The fruits of the Physalis Lady variety contained
10.2% dry matter, 5.7% sugars, 36.25 mg% vitamin C, and 0.59% acidity. In the tester, these indicators were,
respectively: 9.2%, 5.6%, 31.85 mg%, and 0.56%.

The conducted studies convincingly indicate that the new varieties bred by us, surpassing the testers, have
demonstrated the best properties and characteristics. They deserve to be widely introduced into farms across
different regions of the republic, providing the population with high-quality and high-value food, as well as the
processing industry with raw materials.
